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  CRITERIA FOR BENEFICIARY SELECTION 

• First and foremost, preference was given to 

those who were running their lives with 

daily wages and were not able to work due 

to COVID-19 and political and social 

changes in the country. 

• The family who lives in a rented house. 

• The family who has no male breadwinner 

at home. 

• The family who had an affected person of 

COVID-19. 

• The family who lives in designated areas 

that were specified by WFP. 

• The family is run by an Orphan. 

• The family is run by a widow. 

• The family is run by a disabled person. 

• The family which is internally or externally 

displaced. 

• The family which headed by a woman 

• The family has not have a person to do the 

work 

DISTRIBUTION OF SHOES, SOCKS, AND 

HATS FOR GFD 

NECDO made shoes, socks and hats for 15 

percent of the people who were identified 

through work in exchange for cash in the 10th 

district of Kabul city and three districts of 

Maidan Wardak (Narkh, Jalriz and Maidan 

Shahr). 

These people work six days a week and three 

hours every day in their areas for the 

cleanliness and beauty of their area, and in 

return for their work, they receive cash or food 

aid every month. 

 

 

 

 

SURVEY TO IDENTIFY 

BENEFICIARIES 

NECDO recruited the survey and scope teams 

upon agreement with WFP representative from 

January 01 of 2023. The survey team asked the 

focal points, community leaders (Wakil-e-

Guzars), and Mullah Imams to provide us with 

the list of vulnerable families. As soon as lists 

were gathered, the team started the survey and 

each day approximately 1,000 families were 

surveyed and the selected numbers of families 

were given Tokens for the Scope process. In 

total 9,000 households were surveyed out of 

which 8,750 families were given tokens and 

scoped, and planed cash distributions for 6 

Months for the months of January to June 2022.
